A group of Cape Cod banks, represented by their respective presidents,
have initiated awards for those groups whose effort best typifies “working to-
gether for a better Cape Cod.” One category, “‘For a valuable contribution to
public or guasi-public ownship of land,” was awarded to . . .(roll of drums) . . . the
BCT.

The award carried a grant of $500.

The accompanying citation reads, in part, the trust has raised more than
$3 milion to preserve 150 acres of open space and three miles of walking trails,
in Cataumet, Pocasset, Gray Gables, and Sagamore. Next month the trust
expects to acquire an additional 11 acres near Red Brook Harbor in Cataumet--
the final piece of a master plan to connect several open space parcels to the
village center.
